Did You Know....

Did you know...that the Comstock mining period at Virginia City lasted only 20 years from
1859 to 1879 ? Yes it’s true. In our last newsletter we looked at the four Bonanza Kings: Mackay,
Fair, Flood, and O’Brian and concentrated on Mackay. Their mines lasted only 6 years from 1872 to
1878. By 1880 all the Comstock mines played out. The Big Bonanza was over.

But our story of the Virginia City-San Francisco connection does not end there. It continues
in the person of a young girl whose name was Delia Murphy. She was born on June 1, 1884, in
Virginia City, Nevada, some 4 years after the mines began to fail. Her father, Martin Murphy, was a
miner. As a sign of her early life in Virginia City, Delia later recalled stories of attending dances at
Piper's Opera House in Virginia City. But sometime during Delia’s early childhood, her mother died.
Her father then sent Delia back to Pittsburg, Pennsylvania to be raised by relatives there. Delia
remained in Pittsburg until the year 1900 when at the age of 16 she boarded a train heading back to
Virginia City. She wanted to locate her father and possibly two elder brothers. She later recalled
arriving in Reno and when she got off the train, she became scared upon hearing gun shots ringing
out from Reno. Reno was a wild and wooly city in those days. She then asked the station master if
she could sit in the station all night in order to catch the morning train to Virginia City. The station
master granted her request, and when she arrived in Virginia City the next day, she was not able to
locate her father or her brothers. Delia then set out for San Francisco arriving in the City in the same
year 1900, alone, poor, skill-less, and with only a g™ grade education.

Our story now switches to an earlier period of San Francisco history, namely the 1850s,
when San Francisco hustled and bustled in the middle of the California Gold Rush. At that time San
Francisco was primarily a male city peopled by men determined to strike it rich and then go home
wherever that may be. Generally speaking, the only women in the City were Native Americans,
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Spanish/Mexican women, and prostitutes. In fact, Maiden Lane (formerly Morton St.) just off of
Union Square, was at the center of the red light district doing a booming business in the “anything
goes” atmosphere of Gold Rush San Francisco. At the same time, in 1854, in stark contrast to the
prevailing permissive atmosphere of the City, the Sisters of Mercy headed by Mother Mary Baptist
Russell arrived in San Francisco from Ireland and started up a hospital for the residents of San
Francisco. The Sisters first operated the County Hospital, and when that arrangement did not work
out, the Sisters opened their own hospital — St. Mary’s Hospital still operating in San Francisco
today.

In addition to St. Mary s Hospital the Sisters operated the Magdalen House in WhICh the
Sisters struck back at the “no holds barred” i TN
atmosphere all around them and took in
prostitutes who wanted to leave their way of life.
The Sisters taught them the art of sewing -- a
skill they could use to support themselves. But,
in addition to the Magdalen House, there was
another house the Sisters operated, namely, the
House of Mercy where the Sisters took in poor
Irish girls arriving in the City alone with no one to
help them. The Sisters also taught these Irish
girls the art of sewing in order that they could support themselves. Magdalen House

As indicated earlier, Delia Murphy arrived in San Francisco in 1900. She got a job sewing for
the Magnins, either Joseph or I. Magnin who operated separate clothing stores for women.
Sometime in the early 1900s Delia met and married Edward Dougherty by whom she had a son
Edward and then in 1910 a second son whom she named Clement after a nun whom Delia greatly
admired. The Clement named here by Delia is Volunteer Clem Dougherty’s father. Delia Murphy
was Volunteer Clem Dougherty’s grandmother.

The name Clement is not a Dougherty family name. It is an old Roman name meaning “kind”
and “merciful.” The third Pope succeeding St. Peter was a Pope Clement. During Delia’s lifetime no
one in the Dougherty family thought to ask Delia just who was this nun, presumably a Sister Mary
Clement, after whom she named her second son. No one thought to ask Delia why this Sister Mary
Clement was so important to her. |l,as, Delia’s grandson, would like to know since thanks to the late
comedian Red Skelton, I've had to endure the name “Clem Kadiddlehopper” all my life. But | digress.

Who was this nun and why was she so important to my grandmother? | decided to contact
the archivist heading the Sisters of Mercy archives in Burlingame who informed me that there was a
Sister Mary Clement employed by the Sisters of Mercy in San Francisco from approximately 1895 to
1936 when she died. In other words Sister Mary Clement was in San Francisco in 1900 when Delia,
a poor Irish girl arrived there, alone and unskilled, a likely candidate for the House of Mercy or any
named successor to the House of Mercy. Also, Sister Mary Clement was American born as Mary
Scully in 1867 in Brooklyn, New York. She entered the Sisters of Mercy Order in San Francisco in
1895. Not too much more is known about her except that she was a nurse at St. Mary’s Hospital and
may have been employed at St. Catherine’s Home and Training School (possibly a successor to the
House of Mercy) which the Sisters ran from 1860—1930 as a home and training school for girls.
This, of course would put Sister Mary Clement in a position where she could teach Delia how to sew.
In addition, the archivist had further information that Sister Mary Clement lost an arm as the result of
an accident involving a mangle (a machine used for pressing fabrics). While there is no direct
evidence connecting Delia with Sister Mary Clement, the circumstantial evidence is pretty strong.
The conclusion is that Sister Mary Clement most likely helped my grandmother to survive by
teaching her to sew — a skill which enabled her to get a job with the Magnins. Apparently, Delia felt
so indebted to Sister Mary Clement that she named her second son after her. | am very proud that |
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bear the name Clement or Clem. | owe much to Delia who remained an excellent seamstress for
the rest of her life. In her life Delia embodied the San Francisco/Virginia City connection that has
been the subject of the last three Clarion articles. Delia died in San Francisco on February 14, 1963.

In 1857 the Sisters of Mercy headed by Mother Mary Baptist Russell arrived in Sacramento
and opened a school and then later, a hospital, now Mercy Hospital. In addition, the Sisters acquired
a parcel of land which by means of a complicated eminent domain proceeding became one of the
parcels which the State of California acquired and upon which the State Capitol now stands. There
is a statue to Mother Mary Baptist Russell and the Sisters of Mercy standing right outside the L St
entrance to the Capitol. Please visit it. Those women were real heroes.

Penny Smasher

Thanks to the tireless efforts of Bill White, the Capitol has a new
addition, visitors have a new option for a souvenir, and the CSCMVA
has a new source of revenue. Many of you may have seen one of these
LR penny smasher machines in other museums, including the Railroad

Museum. This new Capitol Penny Smasher machine allows the visitor
to engrave one of four images (the CA flag, Minerva, the Capitol Park
2L seal or the Apollo 14 Moon Tree) of the Capitol on a penny. For an
investment of just 51 cents, a visitor can come away with a Capitol
souvenir. If they are collectors, they can then put their pennies in
albums as a memento of their visit to the Capitol and other museums
and attractions. (The albums have not yet arrived but will be sold in the
Bookstore.)

The “Penny Men” own the machine and are responsible for its
maintenance, service and collection of funds, the latter of which are
divided with the Association on a 50/50 basis. The Association has
entered into a three year agreement with the company which owns the
machine, and the company assumes liability for up to $1 Million.

Insert
fifty cents and a penny, choose your design and turn the hand crank for your special and unique
souvenir!

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Volunteer Spotlight:

If you would like to meet an interesting fellow with wonderful tales to tell of his early California
ancestry, strike up a conversation with Earl Boynton. He has a fascinating life history with roots
relating back to California’s early settlement. In fact his family history spans six generations of
California Boyntons who have lived in both Southern and Northern California. Earl, himself, was
born and raised in San Francisco. He and his wife raised his son in Sacramento, and he has one
grandson who was born in Santa Cruz.

Earl attended the University of California at Berkeley
where he earned a Bachelor's degree in Chemical Engineering.
After graduation, he joined the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers,
and received the commission of Second Lieutenant. While in the
Army, he spent two years on active duty at Fort Belvoir, Virginia
and in Korea. After completing his active duty assignment, he
served twenty eight more years as a reserve member of the
Corps of Engineers.

When Earl returned from Korea in 1958, he moved to
Sacramento and joined the Aerojet work force as a Rocket
Engineer where he worked on the Polaris, Minutemen, and
Space Shuttle programs. In 1997, he became a volunteer at the i
Old Sacramento Visitor's Center. He worked there until 2003 when Cindy and Earl Boynton
he had the opportunity to volunteer at the State Capitol. (He jokes that the pay was much higher:
two free Light Rail passes for each shift!) Earl enjoys our Capitol visitors and is especially fond of
Living History events. He has served as Tour Guide and participated in Earthquake Day, Governors’
Day and Election Day. He especially enjoys taking Californians on a tour of the “George Pardee
Governor’'s Suite.” He mentions that many of the visitors had not previously known about Governor
Pardee and leave with historical California information and respect for Gov. Pardee. And, we can
always rely on him to be present to help with our Admission Day birthday party to serve cake and ice
cream.

Earl has worked more recently with the Department of Labor (DOL) conducting census
reporting, and when Earl is not at the Capitol or the DOL, he and his wife Cindy continue to travel (or
take “field trips” as Earl calls them). They have been to Scandinavia, Russia, Eastern Europe, the
Alpine country, England, Spain, France, Canada,, Central and South America, China, Hong Kong,
Indonesia and Israel.

Family time is a high priority for Earl, so he remains close to this son and his San Jose
family. Earl’s grandsons are the sixth generation of Boynton native Californians! As Earl values
family, so we value his support and the close relationship he has with our fellow volunteers and the
Association.

The annual CA State report has
been filed as well as all the required tax returns.
The Association is in good financial shape.

Bookstore / Membership Report: Mary Geach reported that Bookstore net revenue for
September was $2,542. Mary has ordered reprints of the California State Constitution poster and a
reprint of the small book Our Historic Capitol. The Board voted to authorize the ordering of 1,000
new copies. The Senate International Relations Committee recently purchased some of the
California portraits book and requested a discount if they purchased a quantity exceeding 50. After
discussion, the Board approved a 10% discount to anyone requesting a high volume purchase. (A
“high volume” quantity will be at Mary’s discretion.)

State Parks Report: Rachel Martinez notified the Board that Bernadette Hicks’ husband had a
heart attack and bypass surgery, and she will be absent from the Capitol while she aids his recovery.
Lynn Cook and Bart Carlson received approval to lauch an exploratory committee to investigate
some hands-on interactive activities for children at the Capitol, The Penny Smasher is due for
delivery tomorrow. After discussion, the Board decided we would not designate anyone to be
responsible for having change available. Rachel read an email from a woman in Virginia who is the
great-great granddaughter of Austin Lewis, a candidate whom we re-enact on Election Day. She is
seeking more information about him and is requesting to be notified when we present the Election
Day living history event. Matt Bellah passed out a packet containing a variety of potential projects
being considered by Parks. Some might include requests of CSCMVA for funding,; others are simply
for the Board’s awareness.

New Business:

o Fall Social Event: Diane Rich and Patty Wood have planned a bus trip to Benicia on
November 6. It will include a tour of the historic capitol and other interesting sites. Lunch will
not be provided, but snacks will be. Cost is $20 for members and $26 for non-members.
Deadline for sign up is October 19. Non-members will be accepted after that date, space
permitting. Board approved $1,200 from the CSCMVA budget to support the cost of the bus.
